Through a series of spedalized workshops and aher measures it has increased the
skills of potential propaosers in identifying oppatunities and developing propasals
aimed at ensuring maximum participationin Key Action 2 d the IST Programme.

M ethods of work

WP1

In order to prepare high quality events, most beneficial for the participants a set of
promoting activities were designed. An information concerning the events was snt by
mail to 7000Polish IT organisations, by e-mail to around 1100 eganisations in Poland
and 600in the Czech Republic, phone callsto over 180 aganisations in Poland and 100
in the Czedh Republic. Therefore eat partner creaed web site with information about
the projed as well asthe event was promoted via ideal-ist network supparted the éove
adivities.

Apart from the éove an entry questionnaire has been developed in order to define
expectations of participants concerning workshops, which resulted in preparation high
quality events most beneficial for participants and preparation of the participants’ lists
with profile.

All information were analysed throughwhich 3 targets groups were defined in the Czec
Republic and Poland.

WP2

Two interactive wor kshops have been designed (In order to make the workshops more
interesting and effedive) therefore ledures have been suppated by pradicd exercises.
Through analysing a red propcsa, its drength and weaknesss they leaned how to
communicate reseach ideas clealy, addressthe evaluation criteria, avoid the mmmon
pitfalls aswell as how to turn agoodideainto awinning research proposal.

Apart from that the Workshop provided an introductory information about the Fifth
Framework Programme with speda emphasis on the IST Programme, Key Action2,
partner seach (oppatunity of the ided-I1ST projed) projed management and how good
pradise can be built to suppart successful delivery of results.

WP3

Accesses to experts via national/locd FP5 suppart organisations for advice on their
proposals have been provided. Participants have been advised on whether their projed
idea within the scope of Work Programme and Calls for proposals. Apart from that
proposals drafts were reviewed against the Commisson’'s evaluation criteria and the
proposers were alvised how better communicate projed ideas.

Most difficult cases have been evaluated by Singeimage

In order to make the activities under the Work Padkage mor e sufficient 3 additional
Workshops focused on FP6 have been organised. All events have been targeted at those
organisations interested in EC R& D Programmes (many of them through CEeB),
wishingto participate in IST cdls under the FP6.

WP5

The main objedive of that event was to help organisations to extend their knowledge of
existing projeds and provide oppatunity to develop propasals, provide oppatunities to
develop popasals, med potencia partners as well as to diseminate information on
managing reseach projeds. As there is not as many experiences with such event, they
are not a part of Polish or Czech culture the event was extended by the workshop
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WP no. M ethods of work
concerning managing EC research projects therefore the event have been defined as
mor e inter esting to potencia participants.

WP6 The event was designed for participants with the clear project idea, wishing to submit

the proposal under Call 8.

There was a strict selection concerning participation the event therefore only candidates,
who were advanced in | ST activities or who had clear project idea in the area of IST
(especialy IST KA2) were invited. Participants were accepted newcomer s accor ding to
the following rules:

* Advancein5FR

»  Business activity connected with eCommerce or eBusiness

The project unfortunately due to the problem with the software was managed without using MS-

Project.

A mailing list and newsgroups have been created in order to provide information to project

participants.

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3. Project results and achievements

The aim of the CEeB partners was to prepare organisations in Poland and the Czech
Republic for participation in the IST Programme of FP5 with the special interest in

KA II.

Although close deadline of the 8" call made it possible to be on time only to the most
advanced organizations the promotion action, workshops and consultancies created a
group of interested prospective participants of FP6.

» Globaly, the half of al proposas, which were submitted by the Czech and the
Polish participants were submitted by CEeB participants, which effectively
increase the number of submitted proposals under IST call comparing with
proposals submitted under call 6 & 7. In the 8" call there were 120 proposals
submitted by Czech and 260 by Polish participants.

e Theresultin KA Il isvery similar. Polish and Czech CEeB participants submitted
more then 50 % successful proposals, which were retained for negotiation. Three
of successful proposals involve PL and CZ as the result of cooperation between
Polish and Czech participants and the Brokerage event provided under WP5 and
(please, seethelist of successful proposals, Appendix 1).

* The work performed uncer the CEeB projed significantly reduced barriers facel
by organizaions in Poland and the Czeth Repullic wishing to participate in the
IST Programme.

e Althouwgh Polish and Czed participants didn't submitted any projed as the result
of the Brokerage events some of them establi shed the right contads among Polish
and Czed organizaions, which could be very beneficial with referenceto FP6.

» Through a series of spedalized workshops and aher measures participants had an
oppatunity to master their skill sin propcsal development, identified oppatunities
and cevelop proposals under Key Action 2 d the 8" IST Programme cdl .

» The projed, through seledion d the most adive companies from the sedor of
eCommerce and eWork, training and developing their skill's, unocked them to
international co-operation.

e Polish and Czedth universities and reseach ingtitutions expeded to be ale to
participate in the IST Programme, to promote and dsseminate results of reseach,
to transfer innowative tedhndogies from their laboratories to industry, and to find
proper partners for future reseach development and techndogy transfer.

* Polish and Czed industry organisations expeded to be &le to get access to
reseach results, to expresstheir needs and benefit from transfer of the available
development techndogies.

» The projed contributed to educaion onadvanced information techndogies, their
applicaions in eCommerce and eWork and promotion d the eEurope initiatives.
Therefore links between companies and multipliers (National Contad Points) at
the national and international |evel have been creaed.

Development Agencies, unversity reseaches, large IT companies from Poland
and the Czet RepuHbic participated in the projed got dired accessto experts via
national/regional FP 5 suppat for adviceon propacsals.

According to the chart above the mgjority represented Universities researchers
(28%), IT companies (27%), NCP&RCP (21%), SME (17%), Other organizations
(7%).

High participation of the above organisations (specially SMEs, Universities) could be
explained by the fact that high standard information and communication facilities,
active assistance in partner search, provision or managerial and technical advice,
support for better utilisation of RTD capabilities by SMEs are urgently needed in the
period if industrial transformation in Poland and the Czech Republic.

Participation in the EU projects including technology transfer will increase
technology standards of many Polish and Czech organisations (including SMEs),
what, in the future, will be a platform effective co-operation and partnership on the
European market. Benefits for universities and research institutions come from
finding proper partner for RTD co-operation, promoting and disseminating research
results. Polish and Czech organisations involved in e-Business and e-Commerce
would like to benefit from the transfer of the new modern technologies.

At the end d ead event, a fealbadk form has been provided do prticipants in order
to define participants' opinion onworkshops quality. All partners cooperated very
closely withou any corflicts.

Pradicdly there were no problems with management of the projed. However some
events organized uncer the projed such as brokerage event organized under WP5 was
not a part of the Polish or the Czed culture therefore in order to succeel, the event
was organized in paralel with the workshop concerning management and co-
ordination d EC projed.

There were no pastpored o urnredised adivities or negative feedbadk from
participants.
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» Effective cooperation between partners resulted in a new project submission. First

activities under the NetCeE project will be released in November2002.
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7. Conclusions

The implementation of CEeB project activities has been accomplished successfully.
In total more then 361 representatives of different organizations representing
Technology transfer agencies, SME/IT, Regional Development Agencies, university
researches, large IT companies participated in activities released in Poland and the
Czech Republic.

A such high response could be explained by fact that high standard information and
communication facilities, active assistance in partner search, manageria and technical
advice as well as support for better utilisation of RTD capabilities by SMEs are
urgently needed in the period if industrial transformation in Poland and the Czech
Republic.

Through participation in the project:

Participants increase effectivenessin 8" IST call.

* Polish and Czech CEeB participants submitted more then 50 % successful
proposals with Polish Czech participation submitted in KA 1.

» Participants learned about the IST Programme, its content and procedure, project
creation and partner search

» Polish and Czech universities and research institutions expected to be able to
participate effectively in the IST Programme under FP6

* Project partners gather experiences, which will be use effectively in the follow-up
project NetCeE, which have been submitted and positively evaluated by the
Commission. New partners such as Italy and Latviawill join the new project.

The CEeB project resulted in participation of Polish and Czech organisations in the
EU projects, which will lead to technology transfer, increase technology standards as
well as in effective co-operation and partnership on the European market. Benefits
for universities and research institutions come from finding proper partner for RTD
co-operation, promoting and disseminating research results. Polish and Czech
organisations involved in e-Business and e-Commerce would like to benefit from the
transfer of the new modern technologies.
